You must either log in with your existing Wikipedia account (bluish button), or 
create a new account (white button) to join the course. Users can be anonymous.

Students can also join the course from the 
permanent course link, below.

There is a "Join Course" button that asks for a 
code. The code is the same as at the end of 
the first link, above: dnszfexi

Entering that code takes you to a separate 
Login page with the same process; log in with 
an existing Wikipedia account (blue button), or
create a new account (white button).
